Do you know a Gold Star Family?

Did you know it has been 2 years since Gov. Schwarzenegger authorized the creation of a special recognition license plate to honor the families of the fallen, also known as Gold Star Families? Did you also know that before production can begin of these plates $300,000.00 needs to be raised by private donations?

Approximately $170,000.00 has been donated so far.

As of August 2010, California has lost 603 brave men and women in Iraq and Afghanistan. That is more than 10% of America’s Fallen (5,661 thru September 1010). We realize that we have been asking a lot of you when it comes to fundraising and that times are tough, but California’s Gold Star Families have lost so much. And they are still in need of your help.

For a $20.00 donation you can receive a commemorative t-shirt. They are only available in white and in sizes S-XXL. And because no donation is ever too small, as a thank you gift for a $5.00 donation, a commemorative static cling bumper sticker will be given.
